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CENSUS Takers in Your Neighborhood - Starting in 2019, you may notice census takers in your neighborhood.  Census takers:

· Verify addresses in preparation for the census.

· Collect responses to the census or another survey.

· Drop off census materials.

· Conduct quality checks related to the census.
This is a normal part of preparations for the 2020 Census. Census Bureau employees will also be in the community to continue collecting information for the American Community Survey and other ongoing surveys.
If someone visits your home to collect information for the 2020 Census, you can do the following to verify their identity:

· First, check to make sure that they have a valid ID badge, with their photograph, a U.S. Department of Commerce watermark, and an expiration date.

· If you still have questions about their identity, you can contact the Chicago Regional Census Center which serves Michigan at 312-579-1500. 
In May 2020, census takers will begin visiting homes that haven't responded to the 2020 Census to help ensure everyone is counted. At the same time, other Census Bureau representatives will be visiting homes for ongoing surveys, such as the American Community Survey.
